Jane has been a Girl Scout leader since 2002 and has served on the Wanderers Service Area as a Finance Coordinator, Training Promoter and Adult Recognitions Coordinator.  In addition, Jane identified a need to start a Super Troop in the 2007/2008 membership year for girls on the service area’s waiting list. 

Jane’s goal was to place every Super Troop girl into a new or existing traditional troop by developing a rapport with the girl’s parents and persuading them to start their own troop or convincing existing troop leaders to add new girls to their troops.  Her ability to connect with parents and existing troop leaders accounts for much of her success in placing all 26 Super Troop girls – more than 10% of our Service Area girl membership!  This Super Troop also helped our Service Area show a growth in diversity and “special” girl membership.
Jane is currently serving on the Wanderers Service Area Cabinet accountable for three positions:  Trainer, Finance Coordinator and Adult Recognitions Coordinator, along with operating a permanent Super Troop.  She also made an addendum to the Leadership I packet for her service area to provide new volunteers with an ongoing resource that included information specific to the Wanderers Service Area.

I have had the privilege of working with and knowing Jane Doe for two years.  Her enthusiasm and positive energy are very contagious.  Jane is always upbeat and a real “can-do” person - she inherited a disorganized financial system when taking over the Cabinet Finance Coordinator position, so she dived right in and got it running efficiently.  Between the financial system, the Leadership One additions, and the Super Troop formation and curriculum, Jane has created resource tools that will benefit our entire Service Area for years to come.
